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credit hours in the field or a passing score on the Praxis Il in the designated content area.
There will be an additional charge for the endorsement which will last the term of the existing
certificate. Specialty areas for consideration are }ibrary-setenee; instructional technology,
visually impaired, orientation and mobility, deaf and hearing impaired,speeeh, media specialist,
autism spectrum disorders, emotional and behavioral disorders or other specialty teaching
areas as approved by GCEC.

8. § 8111. Endorsements for School Librarians.

(4) Renewability. A Professional School Librarian Endorsement
may be renewed any number of times, provided that he or she presents
evidence of satisfactory service as a school librarian; completion of
ninety (90) hours of professional activities, to include semester hours in
courses that will enhance the school librarian’s work (such as courses in
specific content areas, education courses, and library science
courses);, and Continuing Education Units, or Professional Growth Plan
requirements, as approved by the administrator that have been acquired
within the preceding five (5) years.

9. § 8112. Certificates for School Counselors.
(a) Temporary School Counselor Certificate.

(4) Holders Issued Certificates Known as _""Emergency” by the Department
of Education. A holder of a certificate known as an ""Emergency'’ Guidance and
Counseling _certificate issued under Guam Education Policy Board Policy 1000.33
may be issued a Temporary School Counselor Certificate under §8112 (a)
of this Chapter provided they meet the minimal qualifications of the Temporary
School Counselor Certificate.

(c) Professional School Counselor Certificate.

(4) Holders of Professional I Guidance and Counseling Certificates Issued
by the Department of Education. Notwithstanding Subsection (c) of this
Section, a Professional School Counselor Certificate maybe issued to a holder of a
valid or_recently expired "Professional I'' Guidance and Counseling
Certificate issued under Guam Education Policy Board Policy 1000.33 who
provides evidence of satisfactory teaching and ninety (90) clock hours of
professional activities within the Professional I certification period.

(d) Master School Counselor Certificate.

(4) Holders of Professional II Guidance and Counseling Certificates Issued
by the Department of Education. A Master School Counselor Certificate may
be issued to a holder of a "' Professional II "' Guidance and Counseling Certificate
issued under Guam Education Policy Board Policy 1000.33 who
provides evidence of satisfactory teaching and ninety (90)
clock hours of professional activities within the Professional 11
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certification period. No Master School Counselor Certificate issued under this rule
shall be renewed for an applicant who does not provide evidence of having
completed a Master's degree.

AN ACT TO ADD A NEW §27027 TO CHAPTER 27, TITLE 17

GUAM CODE ANNOTATED AND A NEW §3134 TO

CHAPTER 3, TITLE 17, GUAM CODE ANNOTATED

RELATIVE TO MANDATING BACKGROUND CHECKS FOR

INDIVIDUALS SEEKING CERTIFICATION FROM THE

GUAM COMMISSION FOR EDUCATOR CERTIFICATION

OR INDIVIDUALS HIRED TO WORK IN GUAM

DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION SCHOOLS.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF GUAM:

Section 1. Legislative Findings and Intent. [ Liheslaturan Guédhan finds that according to
42 United States Code Section 5119 (a), Guam, through the establishment of procedures through
statute or regulation, is able to require qualified entities to request a nationwide background check on
individuals who have responsibility for the safety and wellbeing of children.  Liheslaturan Gucdhan
further finds the safety of Guam’s children is paramount and that the government of Guam must
implement measures to ensure that those who we trust with the care and custody of children at our
schools have not been convicted of past crimes that can put our children at risk. Therefore it is the
intent of I Liheslaturan Gudhan to add a new §27027 of Chapter 27, Title 17 Guam Code Annotated
and a new §3134 to Chapter 3, Title 17 Guam Code Annotated relative to allowing the Guam
Commission for Educator Certification and the Guam Department of Education to require mandatory
national criminal history clearances for individuals seeking certification by the commission or
individuals offered employment at public schools, respectively.
Section 2. §27027 of Chapter 27, Title 17 Guam Code Annotated is hereby added to read:
“§27027. National Criminal History Clearance Required.

(a) A national criminal history clearance is hereby required for all individuals

applying for certification or recertification by the Guam Commission for Educator
Certification.
(b) The Commission is hereby authorized to request a national criminal history

clearance for all individuals applying for certification or recertification. The Commission
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shall establish internal rules and procedures regarding any and all national level criminal

history clearance requirements for applicants for certification or recertification.

(c) The Judiciary of Guam, as the central repository of all criminal information
pursuant to § 89.09 (a) of Chapter 89, Title 9 Guam Code Annotated, is hereby authorized
and shall obtain national criminal history clearances through the Federal Bureau of

Investigation and to collect reasonable fees for the same. All individuals, as identified in this

section who require a national criminal history clearance as a condition of certification or

recertification by the Commission shall apply therefore on a form supplied by the Judiciary
of Guam, and shall provide such information as may be necessary to afford the Judiciary of
Guam reasonable opportunity to ascertain information required for such clearance. The
applicant shall further submit to the Judiciary of Guam his or her fingerprint through a
fingerprint card, or electronic fingerprint data, if so utilized.

(d) _ The costs of the criminal history clearance under this Section shall be the
responsibility of the individual, who shall remit any and all fees for said clearance to the

Marshals Division, Judiciary of Guam, which shall be used for the maintenance and support

of activities related to their responsibility at the central repository of all criminal records
history information pursuant to § 89.09 (a) of Chapter 89, Title 9 Guam Code Annotated.”

Section 3. §3134 of Chapter 3, Title 17 Guam Code Annotated is hereby added to
read:

§3134. National Criminal History Clearance for certain Department of

Education Personnel Reguired.

(a) A national criminal history clearance is hereby required for all individuals who are

offered employment at a school, or are offered the opportunity to provide athletic coaching

services or other extracurricular services at a school in the Department of Education.

(b)  The Guam Department of Education is hereby authorized to request a national

criminal history clearance for the following individuals:

1) all individuals who are offered employment at a school; and

2) all individuals. except enrolled student volunteers, who are offered the

opportunity to provide athletic coaching services or other extracurricular services at a

school, regardless of whether any compensation is paid.
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(c) The Guam Department of Education may, in its discretion, request a national

criminal history backeround clearance for any of the following:

1) any individual who seeks to enter a school or its grounds for the purpose of

serving as a school volunteer or working as an independent contractor or student

employee; and
2) any individual employed by the Department that has been placed on leave

status and is currently under investigation for an alleged crime.

(d)  The Judiciary of Guam, as the central repository of all criminal information
pursuant to § 89.09 of Chapter 89, Title 9 Guam Code Annotated, is hereby authorized and
shall obtain national criminal history clearances through the Federal Bureau of Investigation.

All individuals, as identified in this section who require a national criminal history clearance

as a condition of employment at the Guam Department of Education shall apply therefore on

a form supplied by the Judiciary of Guam, and shall provide such information as may be
necessary to afford the Judiciary of Guam reasonable opportunity to ascertain information
required for such clearance. The applicant shall further submit to the Judiciary of Guam his

or her fingerprint through a fingerprint card, or electronic fingerprint data, if so utilized.

(e) The costs of the criminal history clearance under this Section shall be the
responsibility of the individual, unless the individual is obtaining a national criminal history

clearance for a volunteer position or for some other position that provides no compensation.
All fees shall for said clearance shall be remitted to the Marshals Division. Judiciary of

Guam, which shall be used for the maintenance and support of activities related to their
responsibility at the central repository of all criminal records history information pursuant to
§ 89.09 (a) of Chapter 89, Title 9 Guam Code Annotated.”

Section 4. Effective Date. This act shall be effective immediately upon enactment.

Section 5. Severability. Jf any provision of this Law or its application to any person or

circumstance is found to be invalid or contrary to law, such invalidity shall not affect other

27  provisions or applications of this Law which can be given effect without the invalid provisions or
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application, and to this end the provisions of this Law are severable.
